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everyone from Archbishop of Canterbury 
Rowan Williams to priest and author Bar-
bara Brown Taylor.  The program is well 
organized and well supported. 
 

Hereôs how it will work.  
Weôll begin reading on 
Monday, September 10.  
Each day weôll read 3 
chapters from the Old 
Testament, a psalm, and 
a chapter from the New 

Testament.  A detailed schedule will give 
us the readings for each day.  Weôll read 
Mondays through Saturdays, and on Sun-
days weôll listen to scripture read in 
church.  Each week weôll also receive  
meditations to accompany each dayôs 
reading with helpful insights, questions for 
reflection, and a prayer.  These are writ-
ten by leaders in the Anglican Commun-
ion: by theologians, bishops, seminary 
deans, and major authors.  The medita-
tions will help us dig deeper into what 
weôre reading and really hear God speak-
ing to us through it.  And on Sundays, our 
adult class will focus on topics from the 
past weekôs readings.  Weôll have a 
chance to discuss and question and won-
der together. 
 
Are you ready for the chal-
lenge?  Then join Bishop 
Waldo and me for this ex-
citing journey!  First, regis-
ter by signing up on the 
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 Have you read 
the whole Bible 
before?  For 
most of us, Iôll 
bet, the answer 
is a sheepish 
ñwell, not ex-
actlyéò  And 
there are lots of 

reasons for that.  Itôs really hard to under-
stand it by myself, for one thing.  And parts 
just put me to sleep, like the long lists of 
ñbegatsò and all those laws about every little 
thing.  And after a while I get totally lost 
about what year it is since the Bible seems to 
go back and forth timewise.  I do OK with the 
gospels until I get to John, and then I get 
stuck again in the Epistles - and donôt even 
get me started on Revelation! 
 
Well, Bishop Waldo has 
challenged us to take an-
other stab at the daunting 
task and to read the entire 
Bible in one year along with 
him.  But this time will be 
different, because weôll all be 
doing it together.  Weôll be 
reading alongside others at 
Incarnation, others across 
our diocese, and even others across the An-
glican Communion.  Weôll be part of The Bi-
ble Challenge, a movement out of St. Tho-
mas Episcopal Church in Fort Washington, 
Pennsylvania.  Their advisory board includes 
a variety of scholars and church leaders -

bulletin board in the hallway.  Next, make 
sure you have a version of the Bible that 
will be easy for you to read.  This isnôt as 
simple as it sounds.  There are literally 
hundreds of versions to choose from.  Be 
patient, and pick carefully.  My personal 
favorite is the New Oxford Annotated Bible.  
Itôs the New Revised Stan-
dard Version translation, 
which is what we read in 
church because itôs very 
close to the original Hebrew 
and Greek text.  It also con-
tains many helpful notes and 
excellent introductions to 
each book.  Itôs a little pricey, 
but an excellent investment.  
If youôre looking for something a little less 
detailed, you might enjoy the New Interna-
tional Version translation.  Itôs written in a 
little more casual, readable style, although 
it isnôt quite as true to the original lan-
guage.  If youôre new to reading the Bible, I 
would discourage you from reading the 
King James Version, since itôs easy to get 
bogged down in the older, more formal 
English of it.  Why make it harder for your-
self?  If youôd like to look through a variety 
of translations, drop by my office.  The im-
portant thing is to find the version thatôs 
right for you.  And if the cost of a Bible is a 
hardship, just let me know and Iôll take care 

of it for you. 
 
So rest your eyes while 
you can, and get ready to 
start The Bible Challenge!
