
I read an article re-
cently on the website 
ñCovenantò in which 
Stuart Clem said, 
ñEvery day I become 
more convinced: the 
greatest crisis in the 
Episcopal Church has 
nothing to do with hu-
man sexuality. It has 
nothing to do with 
prayer book revision. 

It has nothing to do with órestructuringô the 
church or the bureaucracy at 815. If any-
thing is going to sink our ship, itôs this: chil-
dren. Yes, children. Or lack thereof, to be 
precise.ò  He goes on to say that most of 
the churches he visits ñdonôt know quite 
what to do with these little creatures who 
tend to accompany their parents on Sun-
day mornings.ò   Most 
churches, he ob-
serves, either remove 
the children entirely 
from the worship ser-
vice or they try to pac-
ify the children with an 
occassional moment 
aimed at them.  Either 
approach, he says, 
fails to capture the 
hearts and imagina-
tions of our children 
with the deep and life-
changing love of 
Christ.  And either approach, he feels, will 
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lead our children eventually away from 
faith and the church. 
 
Just a week or so ago I watched one of our 
little ones as Eucharist was ending.  Heôd 
had about all the sitting still his little body 
could handle, so he started walking 
around.  He came up the center aisle, to 
the delight of those who 
could see him.  People 
reached out their hands 
to him and spoke to 
him.  He came up front 
and hid in the pulpit.  
Then he jumped up and 
down in the pulpit, de-
lighting in the sound his 
shoes made on its 
wood floor.  As he 
peeked around at the 
congregation, he was 
greeted by beaming faces sharing his joy 
and wonder.  Iôm sure his frazzled parents 
just wanted him back in their pew and 
quiet.  But I know he experienced the liv-
ing, breathing love of Christ  in the adoring 
faces of his great big church family.  And I 
know that all of us who watched him were 
reminded of the joy and wonder in little 
things which weôre often too busy to enjoy. 
God spoke through that little fella and, I 
believe, God spoke to him as well.  I canôt 
remember my sermon from that day, but I 
remember his! 
 
Stuart Clem says, ñIf we want our children 
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hearing and responding to the dayôs gos-
pel lesson.  Children and teachers, be 
sure to check the schedule either on the 
bulletin board in the hallway or in the 
Chapel room to see whose turn it will be 
to carry the cross and tend the candles.  
We want to be sure everyone gets a 
chance!

The children are 
meeting the cross at the front of the church 
and processing behind it to chapel, where

we also ought to let them live the Christian 
faith ï in all their noisy, non-linear, God-
given ways.ò  And I would add that if we 
want to believe the Christian faith, we need 
to look to the children who are already liv-
ing the Christian faith far more clearly than 
we ever will again.   

 
This, friends, is 
why our worship 
looks the way it 
does.  This is 
why we have 
four-year-olds 
tottering down 
the aisle with 
torches.  This is 
why we have a 
whole new gag-
gle of young cru-
cifers whoôll start 
serving this 
month.  This is 

why we sometimes sing songs from Vaca-
tion Bible School or Godly Play during the 
service, songs that non-readers know and 
can sing with us.  Because something in-
portant happens when we include the chil-
dren in every aspect of our worship.  
Something important happens for the chil-
dren who internalize that Godôs love really 
is for them, too, just as they are.  And 
something important happens for us, as we 
embrace their innocent openness and joy.   
 
Jesus said, ñLet the little children come to 
me, and do not stop them, for it is to such 
as these that the kingdom of heaven be-
longsò (Matthew 19:14).  Iôm so thankful to 
be part of a church that lives those words.  
May God continue to bless us with children 
who point the way to Him.
