ers, not all birds fly. There are 57
different species of flightless birds, includ-
ing ostriches, emus, kiwis and all pen-

guins. These birds may not take to the air,

but they all have wings. When birds don't

fly, their wings are used for different pur-
poses, including courtship or threat
displays, balance, steering or swim-
ming.

Birds have amazing eyesight. On av-

erage a typical bird can see detail

and motion 2-3 times better than any

human. Birds can also distinguish

color subtleties better than humans
and have a larger field of view than hu-
mans.
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
